With Nancy Muñoz selected on April 27th to succeed her late husband in representing New Jersey's 21st
Assembly District, the Garden State's legislature will have the 11th highest proportion of women in the
nation - a huge improvement over the state's ranking of 43rd as recently as 2004. New Jersey's legislature
will include 10 women in the Senate and 27 in the Assembly, or 30.8% of the 120 legislators. Nationally,
women are 24.3% of all state lawmakers.
